CONSERVATION POSTER CONTEST RULES

1. The contest is open to all fourth - sixth grade students in Portage County.

2. The poster must relate to the 2022contest theme – “Healthy Soils; Healthy Life”.  The theme must appear on the poster.
3. All of the poster work must be done by the student. 

4. All work must be done on the poster board that is provided by the Portage SWCD and delivered by the garden club representative.

5. Posters can be created with crayons, markers, watercolors, or any other methods of writing, coloring, or drawing to create a two-dimensional image. Prints or pictures of commercial origin, or computer graphics are NOT permitted.

6. The posters will be judged on use of theme, how well the student exhibits an understanding of the theme, originality, technique, and overall appearance.

7. You may request for the Garden Club sponsoring the school to coordinate the school judging.  Teachers of the class, parents of the competing students, etc., should disqualify themselves as judges.

8. Only one (1) winning poster from the 4th grade and the 5th and 6th grade per school may be submitted for the county judging.

9. The Portage SWCD will choose a panel and conduct the county level judging.

10.  The following information must be included on the back of the poster in the  

      upper right hand corner:

· Student Name, Age & Grade

· Teacher Name

· School Name
11.  Completed posters are due in the Portage SWCD by Friday, April 22nd (Earth Day)
12.  Posters not meeting the above requirements will be disqualified.
